OS-HELP is a loan that assists full-time undergraduate students, who are based in Australia, to undertake part of their 
course of study overseas.  Applicants must be Australian citizens or hold a permanent humanitarian visa.  Eligible 
students will have successfully completed 36 units in Australia and be required to undertake at least 18 units of study in 
order to complete their course of study on return from their overseas study.  Details of eligibility criteria and loan rules 
are on the Scholarships website. 

 

 

 
Cheung Kong Student Mobility Scholarship: Available to assist undergraduate students accepted into the Flinders 
University Exchange program to undertake an exchange program at partner universities in China, and Hong Kong. One 
or more subsidies valued at up to $5,000 each may be awarded in each semester. 

 

 

 
Endeavour Student Mobility Scholarship: Available to assist undergraduate students accepted into the Flinders 
University Exchange program to undertake an exchange program at partner universities in Indonesia and Malaysia. One 
or more subsidies valued at up to $5,500 each may be awarded in each semester. 

 

 

 

Flinders University International Exchange Scholarship:  Available to assist undergraduate students accepted into 
the Flinders University Exchange program to undertake part of their course of study overseas.  Up to 30 scholarships 
valued at $1,000 each will be available each year. 

 

 

School of Nursing and Midwifery Study Abroad Scholarship:  Available to students enrolled in an undergraduate 
degree in the School of Nursing and Midwifery at Flinders University to assist students to undertake part of their course 
of study overseas.  Two scholarships valued at $4,000 each will be available each semester. 

 

 

 

Short Term International Mobility Scholarship: Available to assist undergraduate students to undertake part of their 
course of study overseas for a period of study of not less than two weeks and not more than six weeks.  Up to 20 
scholarships valued at $500 each will be available each year. 

 

 

 
UMAP Student Mobility Scholarship: Available to assist undergraduate students accepted into the Flinders University 
Exchange program to undertake an exchange program at partner universities in North America and selected South 
American countries. One or more subsidies valued at up to $4,500 each may be awarded in each semester.
