Benefits
The scholarship will be valued at $5,250 and the number of scholarships available will be determined by
available funding.

Eligibility
The successful recipients must:
e be Australian citizens or permanent residents of Australia; and
e normally reside within the boundaries of the Wattle Range Council. See the Local Government
Association of South Australia website at http://www.lga.sa.gov.au for more information on the
localities covered by this council or resided in the Wattle Range Council area for at least 12
months immediately prior to the commencement of study at Flinders University; and
e be enrolled full-time in an undergraduate course of study at Flinders University; and
e be able to demonstrate financial hardship; and
¢ have not held this scholarship previously

Tenure

The scholarship is available for one year of full-time study (36 units) or part-time equivalent.

The Scholarship is subject to the recipient maintaining their enrolment and satisfactory academic
progress.

*Scholarships are available to part-time students in exceptional circumstances, which include (but are not
limited to) disability, illness or carer responsibilities. Part-time scholarship recipients will receive the same
annual value as full-time scholarship recipients.

Selection
The scholarship will be awarded based on demonstrated financial need and academic merit, as
determined by their GPA or equivalent.

Selection will be made in accordance with procedures approved by the Director, Student Administration
Services.

Applications should be submitted online through the Flinders University Student System by the specified
closing date.
